Szeged

The first Session of the Hungarian – Serbian Working Group on Tourism Co-operation was held in Szeged on the 8-9 September 2009.

The Serbian delegation was headed by Mr. Goran Petkovic Secretary of State for Tourism of the Ministry of Economy and Regional Development of the Republic of Serbia. The Hungarian delegation was headed by dr. Miklós Kovács, Secretary of State for Tourism of the Ministry of Local Government of the Republic of Hungary. 
The Members of the two delegations are mentioned in Annex 1 and 2 of this Protocol.

The Parties discussed the following topics:

1. The two Parties exchanged information on the structure of tourism, tourism trends and development of their respective countries. The Parties elaborated on their crisis management strategies as regards tourism policy. Hungary introduced its National Tourism Strategy and reported on the recent phase of its implementation.

2. The Parties agreed to exploit the European Territorial Co-operation Programme for tourism cross-border co-operation at regional level especially as regards the following areas: cluster development, health tourism, marketing activities, rural and eco-tourism, development of thematic routes. For this purpose the Parties encourage the co-operation between the private sector, the professional organisations, the chambers of commerce, the NGO-s, the local and regional authorities.
3. The Parties discussed the co-operation possibilities in tourism related issues in the EU and other international organizations. Hungary reported on the major programmes and cultural networks in the Southern Cultural Zone within the framework of the European Capital of Culture Pécs 2010.

4. The Parties agreed to foster tourism on the Danube.

5. The Parties will examine the conditions for initiating the procedure for the international recognition of the river Tisa as the international river. The Parties will encourage the opening of an international border crossing point on the River Tisa.

6. The Parties mutually agreed to exchange participation at the national annual tourism fairs. (March 05-07, 2010 in Budapest and February 24-28, 2010 in Belgrade).
